I. Minutes from Executive Board Retreat Feb 7th 2009 – Nancy Sachner

a. Minutes approved as distributed.

a. Barbara will not be at this year’s Div 39 meeting.  She asked who could represent our group given that a stipend has been allotted for the meetings.  Rita McLeary and Anita Sawyer will be at the conference and perhaps would be interested.
