Minutes for Executive Board Meeting

March 13th, 2010

8:15 – 10am

I. Recording Secretary – Matthew Shaw

a. Minutes from the annual retreat were approved.  

II. Corresponding Secretary – Elaine Hunter 

a. Directory has been published and circulated.

b. Elaine arranged for spreadsheets, email lists, and other ways for organizing information to be available.  Allison emphasized how helpful this information is.

c. Elaine offered to email a pdf file of the directory to board members.
d. Broad thanks to Elaine for her extensive efforts.

e. Fred Koerner mentioned a course being taught by Stan Leavy through WNEPS.  He said he would circulate an announcement with the details.

f. Elaine recommended that George continue to ask people attending the scientific meetings to update their contact information in the directory.

III. New Member Chair – Eileen Becker-Dunn

a. Eileen announced that the membership subcommittee approved Vivian Sklar.  She has offices in Mount Kisco and Chappaqua NY, is in full time private practice, and graduated from the Westchester Psychoanalytic Institute.

b. She then reported that Lesley Case was also approved.  She is a psychologist from West Hartford, graduated from U.Conn., is in full time private practice, and is presently training in bioenergetic analysis.  Michael Kahn referred her.
c. Eileen informed the board that Rachel Torello, Anne Dembinski, Diane Dodge, and Miriam Berkman are at various stages in the application process. 

d. Eileen encouraged people to attend the WNEPS Annual Symposium entitled “Skin Deep: Psychoanalytic Perspectives on Body Modification” being held May 1st.  She emphasized the quality of the speakers.
IV. Registrar – Mary Daly

a. Mary announced that 27 people had pre-registered for today’s talk and that 10 to 15 individuals typically sign up at the door.

b. She said that we have had quite varied attendance across the different meetings.  Board members speculated about possible reasons for the differences (appeal of topic, reputation of speaker, and time of year).

c. Rachel Turello, Rita McCleary, and Ellen Schnear have been helping with registration in a variety of ways.  

d. Mary suggested we discuss the possibility of transitioning to a registration process that is fully electronic.
V. Treasurer – Roz Atkins

a. Roz announced that as of last night, there are $4692 in checking, $595 in savings, and $11,552 in the CD for a total of $16,839.  She reported that the charges for the 2010 directory have been $2060 with one additional billing expected.  

b. After reviewing the present financial situation, members discussed the need to establish a nominating committee for electing officers for the upcoming term.  As President-Elect, Nancy will chair the committee.  The following individuals also agreed to participate:  Eileen, Roz, Wendy, and Elaine.  The first meeting was scheduled for Sunday March 21st, 2010 at 7pm via Skype.

VI. Scientific Chair – George Hagman

a. George changed the format of the fliers back to a one-page document without an envelope.  Board members agreed with his decision.

b. In addition, George has requested that speakers supply pdf documents for any background readings.  These can be sent to attendees ahead of time.

c. George will circulate emails announcing the possibility of discussion groups following the scientific meetings.
VII.   Newsletter – Dean Leone

a. Dean announced a mid-April deadline for submissions for the May newsletter and one thematic focus being the impact of computers on clinical practice.

b. He also mentioned the need for a photo editor.  Elaine has been acting photo editor but wishes to transfer those responsibilities to someone else given how much she is already doing.

c. Dean outlined various portions of the upcoming newsletter including a members spotlight by George, a clinical commentary by Ron Nasso, an update about the website, and a Readings Revisited by Dale.

d. He also mentioned that the newsletter would be sent to other editors of Division 39 chapters.  
VIII.   Long Range Planning – Wendy Stewart

a. Year End Party – Barbara has contacted the Big Green Pizza Truck.  

b. Date – Saturday June 19th, lunch, 12-3pm at Barbara Marcus’ house.

c. Cost estimated at roughly $1300.  The treasury would contribute $600.  Board members would then be expected to offer $35 or $40.  These costs would serve 50 people. The board agreed to keep the event focused on members.   

d. Board members discussed the possibility of some kind of organized activity as an ice-breaker.  People agreed that it would be unnecessary.

e. Party date and finances were approved.
IX. Regional Representative Committee Chairs:

a. New Haven County – Allison Brownlow 

i. Allison suggested that we consider offering a retirement membership that would be a reduced fee ($30).  The board passed the motion raised by Allison and seconded by Fred.
