I. Vote to approve minutes from Board meetings on February 6, 2016  
a. Dean opened the meeting at 8:15 am and called for a vote of the minutes from the last meeting with edits.  
II. Conference Fees 
a. There was discussion of paying fees for the conference. Board agreed CSPP could pay up to $599 as long as it’s a taxable event.
b. Three proposals are currently on the table
i. 6 people voted for paying a flat $600
ii. 9 people voted for up to 4600 with extraneous (special) expenses at the discretion of the board

III. 
a. Meeting devoted to discussing the registrar’s position and how to make it more manageable.  

b. See Nancy’s report for details. 

c. Board discussed the policy changes.
d. The proposal is that the position of registrar be repositioned. The registration committee will be a board member and there will be 1-2 assistants appointed by the committee chair. The committee will consist of the chair, the registrar, and assistants. 

i. The board voted unanimously to approve this.  
IV. Clinical Conference report
a.  Report reviews conferences from the past year as well as details about the conferences for next year. 
b. See Ellen’s report on conferences for next year
c. Board discussed having a member as a presenter next year. 
i. For example, someone could do a case presentation with one of the other presenters. 
ii. We would not pay an honorarium to a CSPP member present. 
d. The board discussed a presentation for next year on addiction by Dean Leone. 
e. The conference chair also presented information about the Lawn club prices and the addition of breakfast and lunch costs. A committee has been formed to look at other venues and a survey has been created to get the opinions of the larger membership regarding their opinions of the current venue (the Lawn club) and the day and time of the conference. 
f. Board discussed if and when the survey should be given to the membership. Board also discussed what should be included with regard to expenses as well as their opinions about the history, etc. of the Lawn Club. 
i. Conference committee chair suggested that we decide about this before the first conference in September. 

g. Rachel proposed that we start the conferences at 11 am and then have board meetings at 9 am instead of 8:30 am to avoid fees for lunch and breakfast. 
i. So should registration and conferences start at 8:30 and the conferences at 9 am. 
ii. It was suggested that the conference chair have the discretion to do one or both Fall conferences at either at 9 am or 11. Conference chair would like to survey the membership about the times. Board agreed that, whatever is decided, the conference times should be consistent. 
h. It was proposed that we change the time of the conference to either the morning or afternoon slot pending gathering further data from the membership via the survey. 
i. The board agreed to gather data and change the time to either the morning or the afternoon for next year. 
ii. Board agreed that the survey could be sent out within a month. 
iii. Board agreed that presenters will have to be given the choice to stay overnight the evening before but these expenses will be less than the cost of the current conferences.
iv. The survey will include information (in a general way) about the increase in fees. 
v. Board agreed that the survey will include 3 choices: 9 am, 11 am, or keep it the way it is with the extra fees. Board agreed to discuss this further at the retreat.

There is a need of a registrar and a conference coordinator as soon as possible. There are already 13 people registered for the conference and 13 registered for the workshop.
